Hotels:

Best Western Kodiak Inn  is right downtown and will be close to everything.  Cabs are available if needed.  The Hotel has an airport shuttle.  I have blocked 15 rooms under 40 YEAR REUNION. Call the hotel at 907 486-5712 to book – you will need to provide a credit card number.  The block is for August 10, 11, 12.  Rate is $129.00 (+tax) for up to 4 people in a Queen room.  Rooms with King Bed or 2 Double beds are $139 for up to 4 people.  This is a typical Best Western – nothing special except the location.  The block will be open until July 10 – so book early.
The Comfort Inn Buskin River has rates of $135.99+ 5% tax (AAA, Seniors, Military).  The renovation of this hotel is being completed this month.  I was told that the rooms were totally renovated with new beds, linens, bathrooms, curtains.  But it is out by the airport and you would probably want to have a car if you stay there.    I did not block rooms there as there was no significant discount for doing so.  Call them at 907 487-2700.
The Shelikof Lodge is also located downtown but is not as nice – Call 907 486-4141.
